   Selectmen’s Forum
On Tuesday, December 5, at 7:00 pm, the 

Hobbs Library will offer a selectmen’s forum open 
to the community. The forum will provide a chance 
for the three Lovell selectmen, Rick Eastman, 
Robert Drew and Stephen Goldsmith to hear from 
their constituents, and for the audience to learn 
more about their selectmen and their work on 
behalf of the town. The selectmen/town meeting 
form of government goes back to seventeenth 
century New England (and medieval England), 
and still functions in Lovell much the way it did in 
Billerica and Woburn, the Massachusetts towns 
from which early Lovell settlers came. While local 
residents hear from the selectmen at the annual 
town meeting in March, and can meet with them on 
any given Tuesday evening during the year, public 
opportunities for conversation are rare. So come 
and bring your comments and questions, and the 
library will provide the program and refreshments.

For the last 10 months our staff has meticulously 
kept track of all our patrons’ visits by the hour. 
Not only do we now know which days and months 
are busier, we also know which hours of the day. 
The Board has looked over the numbers very care-
fully and based on their findings are considering 
changing our opening hours to more efficiently 
serve our patrons and thus reduce costs.
